School Uniform Policy

Introduction
It is our policy that all children should wear school uniform when attending school, or when participating in a school-organised event outside normal school hours. We provide a complete list of the items needed for school uniform in our school prospectus.

Aims and objectives
Our policy is based on the notion that a school uniform:
promotes a sense of pride in the school;
engenders a feeling of community and belonging;
is practical and smart;
identifies the children with the school;
is not distracting in class (as fashion clothes might be);
makes children feel equal to their peers in terms of appearance;
is regarded as suitable, and good value for money, by most parents and carers;
has been designed with health and safety in mind.


Uniform for all pupils
· Red jumper/cardigan/hoodie
· White polo shirt
· Grey trousers/skirt/slip
· Suitable footwear – shoes/trainers (no heels/open toed sandals)
· During summer months, pupils may wear a red gingham dress or grey/black shorts
There is no requirement for pupils to wear uniform with the school logo on as this is a lot more expensive.


PE Kit
· White T shirt/polo shirt
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Red school jumper/cardigan
· Black/grey shorts/leggings/jogging bottoms
· Trainers


Jewellery, make up and nails.
The only permitted items of jewellery are:
· A single, small stud in pierced ears (must be taken out for PE)
· A wristwatch
No make up is to be worn.
False nails should not be worn to school. If your child has their nails done for a special occasion they must be removed/cut to a suitable length prior to returning to school.

All clothing MUST be clearly labelled with your child’s name. This is especially important as school items look similar and can easily be mistaken. The school cannot accept responsibility for any lost items.

Responsibilities
The Governing Body will: 
· determine the uniform requirements, taking into account the cost
· periodically consult parents and students on the cost


The Head will:
· ensure that the requirements are published to parents, pupils and staff
· ensure that pupils comply with the uniform policy agreed by the governing body
· the head will speak to the parents of pupils who persistently do not wear the correct uniform

Parents will ensure students have the correct uniform.

Pupils will wear correct uniform at all times.

Staff will enforce uniform regulations at all times. 

Equal Opportunities
In determining and implementing the uniform policy the school will take account of the equal opportunities policy.

Monitoring, Evaluation and Review
The governing body will review this policy at least every two years and assess its implementation and effectiveness. The policy will be promoted and implemented throughout the school.
